Georgia Hunter Safety Classes

All persons born on or after 1 Jan 61, who wish to hunt in the State of Georgia or on the Fort Benning Reservation, must attend a Hunter Safety Education Course.  Changes have been made in the Georgia Hunter Safety Education Program. 
The Department of Natural Resources (DNR) has made changes in the Hunter Education program.  In order to enroll in a Georgia Hunter Safety Course a person must pre-register.  Pre-registration can be accomplished by accessing the Internet Website at www.georgiawildlife.com or www.gohuntgeorgia.com.  Registration will be cut-off five days prior to class date or when the class is full.  Once you have gained access to the DNR website look for the Hunter Education class dates under Chattahoochee County.  The class will be listed as Review and Test Class.  Completing this course will meet State requirements.  
In order to attend the Review and Test Class and receive a Hunter Safety Card you must complete the following:

1. Pre-register as mentioned above. 
2. Obtain a Hunter Safety CD from Outdoor Recreation, Bldg 1707 and complete the requirements by answering all the questions in each chapter.  The Hunter Safety CD’s will be available after 15 Jul 06.  Once completed students must do a print out of the answers to each chapter and bring them to class, this is called an affidavit.  The affidavit does not have to be notarized.  CD’s and affidavits will be collected in class by the Hunter Safety Instructor. 

3. Attend a two hour Test and Review Class. 

4. Upon successful completion of the class, students will be awarded their Hunter Safety Card. 

Notes:
1. Walk-ins are permitted.  Personnel who walk-in without being registered can take the class, but their Hunter Safety Card will be delayed up to 3 weeks. 

2. The DNR Hunter Safety Card is recognized by 29 other states. 

3. Completing this course will meet State requirements. 

4. It is your responsibility to call the DNR number on your card to verify if it is legal to hunt in that state.
